2010 All-Pony Show Changes

Effective 2010 there will be two judges in each
ring at the All-Pony show and the All-Breed Show. And
starting this year participation in the All-Pony Show will be
mandatory in order to earn year-end monetary awards.
This does not apply to divisions that are not part of the NJ
Bred Non-Racing Awards programs. All classes at the
show will be double pointed.

A new class has been added to the American
Crossbred division: Hunter over fences. This class will be
held at the All Pony Show and the NJ All Breed Show.

The Fours years and Younger class has been
eliminated from the Hackney Division.

The Adult Driving and the Junior Driving Open
divisions have been combined, but can divided if entries
warrant.

All-Pony Show Prize Lists will be available on our
website and will be mailed to members around the third
week of March.

Halter classes for Minis, Shetlands, Welsh, and
Crossbred held at the Sussex County Farm and Horse

Kate was going to go to auction with the other
ponies that they had at another farm. | had a few of her
brothers, and | couldn’t let that happen. | feel it was fate
that she ended up with me and her siblings. | trained Kate
for halter and driving classes. At first she was skittish, and
unpredictable, which took so much more time, and work!!

After driving her as a single, | decided to put her in
a pair with her brother. We went to a few clinics, and
places off the farm to get miles and experience. Bill Long
drove them at a clinic organized by Gladstone. The pair of
ponies, Kate and Beau, went off like they had been doing it
for years, and | believe the company in harness gave Kate
confidence.
