Welsh pony activity in the Middle Atlantic States is increasing at a rapid rate.

Delaware has nearly doubled its Welsh owners, and Pennsylvania, New
Jersey and New York have likewise steadily increased their Welsh
population.

In addition to the widespread use of the Welsh pony for hunting and
pleasure purposes, there is a rapidly increasing demand for them for racing
and for showing in roadster classes.

The New Jersey Pony Breeders and Owners renewed its annual All Pony
Show in September of 1963 where the Welsh division was well filled. A
special Championship class was included for New Jersey bred Welsh Two
Year Old and Under with the intent of encouraging the breeding and
exhibiting of New Jersey bred Welsh ponies. This same association is
sponsoring a Yearling Pony Show which will include Welsh classes, to be
held on May 16 in the Trenton area. In addition to these shows, the New
Jersey Pony Breeders is planning to establish pony training clinics
throughout the state. These at first will be limited to work in harness with
possible extension later on to training under saddle. It is hoped that these
clinics will serve as encouragement to the new or inexperienced owner and
help them to learn how to really use his pony as well as give the “old hand”
an opportunity to brush up on techniques.

Several Shows in Pennsylvania and New York are adding performance
and/or breeding classes for Welsh.

Prices range from a few hundred dollars to the four figure mark, depending
on breeding and training. The amount of time spent on good training seems
to pay off at sale time.

BREED STANDARD:

Color: Black or black bay; white marking permitted but not encouraged
Size: 12.2 hands ideal; range 12 - 13 hands

Frame: Refined yet well-muscled with elegant head and small ears
Gait: Forward and correct with movement much like a miniature
warmblood; good over-stride common

Hooves: Hard and strong, not requiring shoes

Temperament: Very kind and eager to please

Health: Excellent; hardy pony with above-average fertility

Show: Roached mane, full tail, timmed legs; body clipping permitted
when necessary

The Polish Driving Pony is a very rare breed that has only within the past
25 years been recognized. It is actually a descendant of the Polish Konik
(Konik Polski in Poland; Polish Pony elsewhere); the Konik being a
descendant of the wild Tarpan, which used to inhabit the primeval forests
of Poland, Lithuania and Prussia. The last Tarpans were caught in the
second half of the 17th century and were placed in the Zwierzyniec game
reserve of Count Zamoyski. Early in the 19th century the Tarpans were
given to the local peasants. Interbred with domestic ponies they eventually
produced the Polish Driving Pony.

The purebred Koniks disappeared around 1910 but all was not completely
lost. Polish scientists noticed that Tarpan-colored foals, mouse grey with
zebra stripes on their legs and black manes and tails — were being born to
their own domestic mares where the Tarpan once lived. Over several
generations of breeding these particular ponies to each other they
successfully bred back a pony with similar characteristics to the Konik — a
hardy animal suitable for draft or riding that rarely topped 13 hands.

As other offspring of the local mares were bred another common pony
emerged. Predominantly black in color, with some black bays, and
occasional white markings, these ponies expressed many traits similar to
the Konik: long life, strength, good health, and excellent fertility. However
the Polish Driving Pony was lighter in frame and thus very well suited to
driving.

It is not known how many Polish Driving Ponies actually exist but the
establishment of a registry in 1986 began documentation. Nonetheless
there are most likely many ponies that have not been identified or
registered.

The Polish Driving Pony standard calls for a finely built animal with good
muscle. Most are black but some black bays may still be seen. While white
markings are not especially desirable they incur no penalty, however
breeding for excessive white is discouraged. Ideal height is 12.2 hands
with animals from 12 to 13 hands being acceptable. This is a hardy and
intelligent pony that possesses three very correct gaits and more often
than not exhibits natural engagement and a good overstride. While their
higher neck set and fancy movement make them ideal for driving, some
are being successfully ridden. They are shown with a roached mane, full
tail and trimmed legs. Strong hooves make it unnecessary to use shoes.
Polish Driving Ponies are fast and willing learners. They are very
affectionate and tend to have mild temperaments, yet they are often not a
good choice for a young or inexperienced child because they are very
forward. They are especially well suited for combined driving competition
since they have the movement for dressage as well as the speed, agility,
and braveness for marathon and hazards.

There are currently a few known mares in
the US but to date there are no stallions
and no frozen semen is available.
Interbreeding with Koniks is permitted and
now that Konik herds are being
established in England and elsewhere it is
hopeful that a stallion will soon find its
way across the ocean... or will it?

Vaccinate Your Mare Before Foaling

THE OLD SAYING "An ounce of prevention is worth a pound of cure" certainly applies to the current practice of
vaccination in order to prevent infectious disease. Most horse owners recognize that it is much easier and less
expensive to protect their animals through vaccination than it is to treat them once they become infected. For
vaccination to be effective, however, it must be administered correctly and at the proper time. In terms of the adult
horse, this means administering the proper dosage(s) well in advance of exposure to the infectious agent. This timing is
particularly necessary for primary immunizations, since full protection may not be obtained until a month or more post-
vaccination. More rapid protection will be seen following administration of a booster to a previously immunized horse,
though even in that case complete protective immunity may not be in place until several days post-vaccination.

The need to vaccinate foals in order to protect them from infectious disease is also widely appreciated; however, the
timing of the initial series of vaccinations is a contentious issue. Foal vaccination is complicated both by the immature
status of the foal's immune system and by the presence of maternal antibodies obtained through the ingestion of
colostrum. The newborn foal, like its human counterpart, possesses a fully functional but naive immune system. The
neonate is thus capable of responding to a vaccine or infectious agent, but because this represents a primary immune
response, it may take a month or more for protective immunity to develop. This delay of protective immunity post-
vaccination is why colostral transfer of maternal antibodies is so important to the foal. The maternal antibodies provide
the foal with protection for several months and allow time for the foal's immune system to develop its own protective
responses. Ironically, these antibodies can also inhibit the foal's ability to respond to vaccination by eliminating the
antigens in the vaccine before an immune response has the opportunity to develop. This is particularly true in the case
of modified live vaccines in which the infectious agents can be neutralized by maternal antibodies. This phenomenon of
"maternal interference" is well recognized in puppies and kittens and is only now being recognized as a significant issue
in foal vaccination. In light of these findings, it is now recommended that no vaccine be administered to foals before 4
months of age. The concentration of maternal antibodies in the foal's blood diminishes by approximately 50% every
month of the foal's life, and by four months the levels should be low enough so that maternal interference is no longer a
problem. It may also be necessary to administer at least three doses of vaccine in the primary series for foals in order to
give the foal's immune system adequate stimulation with the antigen. Vaccination prior to 4 months of age will likely be
ineffective in inducing protective immunity in the foal and could potentially interfere with the immune system's ability to
respond later to the same antigens. A better strategy is to enhance the quality of colostral antibodies by vaccinating the

mare four to six weeks prior to foaling. c

CRIBAN VICTOR, FOUNDATION SIRE OF SECTION B WELSH.

Certain stallions have proven to be landmarks for the Section B pony. One of these ponies is Criban Victor (1775) (Criban Winston x
Criban Whalebone), 5 time winner of the Royal Welsh Show. Born in 1944. Criban Victor is the best example of Section B ponies with
the "outside" influence of Cob breeding. Quoting Dr. Wynne Davies "if (Criban) Victor had been foaled after the 1950's, he would have
been in Section C (registry)". The history and future of Section B ponies would have been re-written if Criban Victor had not been part
of the foundation of this section! The story of the Criban stud is one that is steeped in the history of the Welsh Mountain Pony and
Cob. The love of the land which had been in the Richards family since 1697 was a controlling interest along with their equal love for
their livestock and Welsh Ponies and Cobs. Criban Victor was a product of this love. Quoting a 1964 article by Nell Pennell, "From
this hardy stock the Criban ponies are descended, their records going back for 200 years." Mr. Howell Richards registered the prefix
Criban with the Welsh Pony & Cob Society. Mr. Richards died in 1963 at the advanced age of 97. Howell Richards was notorious for
his riding talents, "He rode ponies of about 13 hands. very similar in type to the Champion Welsh Pony of today, Criban Victor. Mr.
Richards was a fine horseman, and being of light weight, could easily ride ponies. He had no use for cob or pony that lacked the
conformation to be good ride or the limbs and feet to stand the work."

Criban not only used stallions of their own breeding but also used many outside stallions. This fact is proven many times over, and a
good example of this is Criban Victor's sire, Criban Winston. Criban Winston is famous not only for his most famous son, Criban
Victor, but careful study of early stud books prove the tremendous numbers of ponies he sired. Criban Winston’s influence was felt at
Dyrin, Bowdler, Revel and many other studs as he was a premium stallion for ten years.

Criban Victor's dam, Criban Whalebone (9138) (Mathrafal Broadcast x Criban Mulberry) was produced by crossing one of the oldest
lines of Criban' s Welsh Mountain ponies to a Cob. Criban Whalebone was a bay mare about 13 hands. Certainly, the heritage of fine
performance ponies played heavily in the characteristic that Criban Whalebone gave her progeny.

Criban Victor was sold to Lord Kenyon of the Gredington Stud, where he stayed until his death in 1973. Criban Victor’s show record
was outstanding, winning the Royal Welsh in 1956, 1958, 1959, 1960 and 1964, the Ponies of Britain Championships in 1959, 1962,
1965 and 1966; and the National Pony Society Shows in 1956, 1959, 1960. At twenty-five years of age Victor won the Section B
Championship and Reserve Supreme Championship in 1969.

The most influential imported sire of Section B breeding in the US, Cusop Sheriff is a great-grandson of Criban Victor. Wickenden
Osprey, is a Criban Victor grandson. And Findeln Blue Danube, is a great-grandson and double great-great-grandson of Criban
Victor.
