One form per pony/rider combination, 
please. Show will be limited to 45 rides, so enter early. 
AWARDS: Six ribbons per class. Horsemen’s Outlet Perpetual Trophy for best average of two 
or more scores of same pony. Brid-OVR halter to best individual score.  
START TIMES: Please include your legible email address on entry form to receive start time. If 
no access to email, call secretary between 7 and 9 PM on Thursday, Sept. 4.  
DIRECTIONS: Rt. 31 to Stanton Station Rd. At end, turn right and watch for sign for 
Millbrook Farm on the right. From rt. 78, follow rt. 31 south; from rt. 202, 1, 206, or 295/95 
follow rt. 31 north. Millbrook Farm is located just to the west of rt. 31. 
OTHER INFORMATION: No food available. NO DOGS. No un-entered horses allowed on 
grounds. ASTM helmets must be worn by juniors when mounted. Management reserves the right 
to cancel, combine, or change classes or judge.
